What is the main point of the passage?
How does this passage fit in the redemption story of the Bible (creation,
fall, redemption, and consummation)?
Where do I see Jesus in this passage?

APPLICATION
How does what I learned today change how I live?
What did I learn about myself in light of who God is?
How should I respond in obedience?
