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It Is Finished The Cry That Changed Everything John 19:30
“When he had received the drink, Jesus said, ‘It is finished.’ With that, he bowed his head and gave up his spirit.” (John 19:30, NIV)
Few words in Scripture carry the weight, depth, and eternal significance of Jesus’ final declaration from the cross: “It is finished.” Spoken in agony yet uttered in authority, these words were not a sigh of defeat but a shout of victory. In the original Greek, the phrase is tetelestai—a term meaning paid in full, completed, or brought to its intended end. What Jesus finished on the cross stands at the very heart of the Christian faith.
This resource explores the richness of that declaration across five interconnected realities: payment for sin, fulfilment of the law, establishment of the new covenant, reconciliation to the Father, and victory over sin and death. Each reveals how the cross is not merely an event in history, but the decisive act of God for the salvation of the world.

Payment for Sin: The Debt Fully Paid
At the core of the gospel lies a sobering truth: sin separates humanity from God. Scripture is clear that sin incurs a debt—one that humanity is powerless to repay.
“For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.” (Romans 6:23, NIV)
From the earliest pages of Scripture, the seriousness of sin is underscored by sacrifice. Under the Old Testament system, atonement required the shedding of blood.
“For the life of a creature is in the blood, and I have given it to you to make atonement for yourselves on the altar.” (Leviticus 17:11, NIV)
Yet these sacrifices were temporary and incomplete. They pointed forward to a greater, final sacrifice. When Jesus cried, “It is finished,” He declared that the full payment for sin had been made—once and for all.
“He himself bore our sins in his body on the cross, so that we might die to sins and live for righteousness.” (1 Peter 2:24, NIV)
Unlike repeated offerings, Christ’s sacrifice lacked nothing. No additional payment is required; no human effort can add to it.
“He sacrificed for their sins once for all when he offered himself.” (Hebrews 7:27, NIV)
The cross is therefore the place where divine justice and mercy meet. Sin is not ignored; it is judged. But the judgment falls on Christ, not on those who trust in Him. Tetelestai means the account is settled. The debt is cancelled.
“Having canceled the charge of our legal indebtedness, which stood against us and condemned us; he has taken it away, nailing it to the cross.” (Colossians 2:14, NIV)

Fulfillment of the Law: Obedience Completed
Jesus did not come to abolish the Law, but to fulfil it.
“Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I have not come to abolish them but to fulfill them.” (Matthew 5:17, NIV)
The Law revealed God’s holiness and humanity’s inability to attain righteousness by obedience alone.
“For no one will be declared righteous in God’s sight by the works of the law; rather, through the law we become conscious of our sin.” (Romans 3:20, NIV)
Where Adam failed and Israel stumbled, Jesus succeeded. He lived in perfect obedience to the Father, fulfilling every command and embodying the righteousness the Law demanded.
“For as by the one man’s disobedience the many were made sinners, so by the one man’s obedience the many will be made righteous.” (Romans 5:19, NIV)
On the cross, Jesus bore the curse pronounced by the Law upon lawbreakers.
“Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us.” (Galatians 3:13, NIV)
When Jesus declared, “It is finished,” He announced that the Law’s demands had been fully met. Righteousness is no longer pursued through legal obedience but received through faith.
“This righteousness is given through faith in Jesus Christ to all who believe.” (Romans 3:22, NIV)
The believer now stands clothed not in their own efforts, but in Christ’s completed obedience.

Establishment of the New Covenant: A Better Promise
Jesus’ death did not merely conclude the old system; it inaugurated something new. At the Last Supper, He spoke of His blood as covenantal.
“This cup is the new covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.” (Luke 22:20, NIV)
The Old Covenant, mediated through Moses, was marked by external law and repeated sacrifice. The New Covenant, promised through the prophets, would be internal, transformative, and final.
“I will forgive their wickedness and will remember their sins no more.” (Jeremiah 31:34, NIV)
The cross is the moment this promise is sealed.
“For this reason Christ is the mediator of a new covenant, that those who are called may receive the promised eternal inheritance.” (Hebrews 9:15, NIV)
Through tetelestai, Jesus declares the covenant ratified. His blood secures forgiveness, access, and intimacy with God.
“Therefore, brothers and sisters, since we have confidence to enter the Most Holy Place by the blood of Jesus.” (Hebrews 10:19, NIV)
No longer written on tablets of stone, God’s law is written on human hearts by the Spirit.
“I will put my law in their minds and write it on their hearts.” (Hebrews 8:10, NIV)

Reconciliation to the Father: The Way Opened
Sin not only brings guilt; it brings alienation. Humanity was created for fellowship with God, yet sin fractured that relationship.
“Your iniquities have separated you from your God.” (Isaiah 59:2, NIV)
The cross addresses this separation directly. Jesus’ death removes hostility and restores peace.
“For God was pleased to have all his fullness dwell in him, and through him to reconcile to himself all things.” (Colossians 1:19–20, NIV)
The tearing of the temple curtain at Jesus’ death vividly illustrates this reconciliation.
“The curtain of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom.” (Matthew 27:51, NIV)
When Jesus says, “It is finished,” He proclaims that the barrier is gone. Access to the Father is restored—not through priests or rituals, but through Christ Himself.
“For through him we both have access to the Father by one Spirit.” (Ephesians 2:18, NIV)
Believers are no longer enemies, but children.
“Once you were alienated from God… But now he has reconciled you by Christ’s physical body through death.” (Colossians 1:21–22, NIV)

Victory Over Sin and Death: The Triumph of the Cross
Though the cross appears as a place of suffering, Scripture presents it as a place of triumph.
“And having disarmed the powers and authorities, he made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them by the cross.” (Colossians 2:15, NIV)
Sin’s power is broken, and death’s claim is defeated.
“The death he died, he died to sin once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God.” (Romans 6:10, NIV)
Jesus’ declaration anticipates the resurrection. What is finished on the cross is confirmed at the empty tomb.
“Where, O death, is your victory? Where, O death, is your sting?” (1 Corinthians 15:55, NIV)
Because Christ lives, those united with Him share in that victory.
“Thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.” (1 Corinthians 15:57, NIV)
The cross, therefore, is not the end—it is the decisive turning point in God’s redemptive story.

Conclusion: Living in the Finished Work
When Jesus declared, “It is finished,” He was not announcing exhaustion, but completion. The payment for sin was made, the Law fulfilled, the covenant established, reconciliation secured, and victory won.
Nothing remains to be added. Nothing can be taken away.
“Because by one sacrifice he has made perfect forever those who are being made holy.” (Hebrews 10:14, NIV)
The Christian life is not lived striving for acceptance but living from acceptance. The finished work of Christ becomes the foundation for faith, worship, obedience, and hope.
In every season—whether marked by guilt, struggle, or fear—the believer returns to this unshakable truth spoken from the cross: It is finished.
And because it is finished, grace is sufficient, forgiveness is secure, and eternal life is assured in Christ Jesus our Lord.
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
